15 apples for $2.39.

I wonder how much that
is per apple?

a. Estimate the cost of an apple in each bag.
b. Which bag is the best value?

3. Jody sees 3 different-sized bags of mandarins.

a. Estimate how much it costs per mandarin for each of the bags.
b. Which bag is the best value?  Why?

.ii.i

$2.39 is about $2.40.  12 apples would be
20 cents each, so 15 apples would be a bit less,
about 16 to 18 cents each.

We need a bag of apples and a bag of mandarins.
Make sure you get the best value.
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
