Birthday Cakes

I am learning to use multiplication to find a fraction of a set

Example:

Charlie has cut his birthday cake into six equal parts. He has 18 candles to put on
it, so each piece has the same number of candles. How many candles are on each
piece?

Cherie thinks: "There are six pieces, and I know 6 x 3 = 18"
